Great things are happening! I must let you all know that Jason, the elders and I 
are very excited about so many wonderful things that are taking place in our 
community because of your efforts.

*We have a wonderful body of believers who are willing to reach 
out and share Christ’s love. 

  *We have many who are just striving to be REAL. 
 There were many, many other things that I shared with him about the 
wonderful things God is doing here in Westport. I must say again that I am very 
honored to be your preacher here at Westport. I am reminded of the apostle Paul 
and his encouragement given to the church at Ephesus. 
For this reason I too, having heard of the faith in the Lord Jesus which exists
