Cinnamon Rolls

5-6 cups flour
1 yellow cake mix

2 % cup water (warm)
2 Pkgs fast rising yeast

Combine 4 cups flour, cake mix, dissolve yeast in warm water. Mix to-
gether until smooth. Add enough remaining flour to form a soft dough.
Turn onto a lightly floured surface. Knead until smooth. About 5 minutes.
Place in greased bowl, turning over to grease on both sides. Cover and
let rise about 45 minutes. Punch dough down. Divide dough in half and
let rest for 10 minutes. Roll dough out, brush with butter, cinnamon, sugar
and cut out. Let rise again.

Bake at 400 for 10-15 minutes or until golden brown.

Frosting
6 Table spoons of softened butter 3 cups powdered sugar
1 Y teaspoon vanilla 2-3 table spoons milk.
Mix together and spread over rolls.
