 Jesus told Nicodemus that a person must be born again in order to 
see the kingdom of God.  The apostle Paul states, “Therefore if anyone is 
in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed away; behold, new 
things have come.” (2 Cor 5:17NASU) 
 In Ephesians Paul writes, “But you did not learn Christ in this way, . . 
.that, in reference to your former manner of life, you lay aside the old self, 
which is being corrupted in accordance with the lusts of deceit, and that you 

be renewed in the spirit of your mind, and put on the new self , which in 
the likeness of God has been created in righteousness and holiness of the 
truth.” (Eph 4:20-24NASU) 
 The way I discovered how to get the printer to operate was to read 
and follow directions.  That is the same way it is in our Christian walk.  
When we read and follow the directions from God’s word then we discover 
that walking with the Lord is truly the only way. We need to remember 

those words that Paul wrote, lay aside the old self –renew your mind–put 
on the new self!

What’s Cook’in 
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Mary Lou’s Five Minute Chocolate Mug Cake 
 
4 TBS. Flour      4TBS Sugar 
2 TBS Cocoa      1 egg 
3TBS milk       3TBS oil 
3 TBS Chocolate chips     Small splash Vanilla 
1 large microwave-able cup 
 In small bowl add dry ingredients and mix well.  Add egg and mix 
well.  Pour in milk and oil mixing again.  Add chocolate chips and vanilla, 
mix together then pour into mug.  Place mug in microwave and cook for 3 
minutes. (You may need to adjust time according to your microwave.)   
 Cake will rise over top of cup, don’t be alarmed.  Allow to cool be-
fore removing from microwave.  Turn out on plate and enjoy!      
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
