The Elders Corner: 
We, the Elders, have decided that we would set aside a corner of the News-

letter in order to reach out in love to you. There are many issues attacking the 
church in today’s generation not unlike the 1st Century Church, which was plagued 
with problems. Our intention is to address some of these issues to see what the 
scripture tells us.  
      In Acts 20:28 (NASB) Paul instructed the Elders to “be on guard for yourselves 
and all the flock among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shepherd 
the church of God which He (Jesus) purchased with his own blood.” This speaks of 
defending against false doctrines, which attempts to challenge the scriptures.   
     In 1 Peter 5 we also see scriptural instruction for the Elders to be shepherds of 
the flock voluntarily with eagerness acting as a role model for the church to follow. A 
Shepherd watching over his sheep has three main duties to fulfill towards the sheep.  
     First, the shepherd was to guard his sheep, protecting them from ravenous 
wolves that would come to devour them while. We see this comparison in the New 
Testament scripture reference above. In Acts Paul warns the church at Ephesus to 
protect themselves against ravenous wolves seeking to devour the flock in order to 
cause division among them. These wolves are people who will seek to attack the 
validity of the scripture and attempt to lead people from the truth of Jesus dying and 
being raised from the dead (Foundation of our faith-1 Corinthians 15: 1-5).   
     Secondly, the Shepherd is responsible for making sure the sheep have adequate 
food and water in order to sustain life. This responsibility is being charged to the Eld-
ers in 1 Peter 5 in which Peter tells the church to shepherd the flock. The Elders 
need to feed the congregation, that is, to see that the church is being given the truth 
and growing in the Lord (Spiritually fed). The most excellent way is by role modeling 
Christian behavior, living a lifestyle pleasing to God and being involved in teaching 
God’s word.  
     Lastly, a Shepherd addresses the physical needs of his sheep by assuring that 
they are being cared for. The greatest example of this comes from our Lord and 
Savior Jesus (The Chief Shepherd) when he is taught the people and provided 
through a miracle on two different occasions food for the people. The most noted is 
in John 6 where Jesus fed the 5,000 as they gathered around listening to him speak. 
Elders need to make sure that our congregation has their physical needs attended 
to in order to fulfill the will of God for His church.     
     The Elders at the Westport Christian Church have committed themselves to 
these instructions until Jesus returns.  So do not be surprised if you receive a tele-
phone call, letter in the mail or a drop-in visit from one of the leaders in the church in 
order that the ministry might be fulfilled for Christ Jesus.
